
-Video Production Portfolio-

-Assignment Guide-

Now that you have a handful of video productions completed with your group, you will arrange all of your media that correlates with your production into a portfolio. This portfolio will leave with you when you graduate from SAA and can be used as a valuable tool to help you further pursue an education in the field of video production or possibly even a career.

Your portfolio will consist of 5 basic elements for each production you complete.  Your portfolio should be updated after each production and will be graded at the beginning or end of grading periods.  

Your portfolio grade counts as a test grade worth 50 points.

The materials you will need:
· 3 ring binder (1 ½ in. – 2 in.) with plastic sleeve on cover for cover page.  
· Clear page sleeves to put your portfolio items in.

· The items in your production team folder

· Scripts and Storyboards from each production

· Your own creativity!

Instructions:
First, you should have an attractive cover on your portfolio. It should include your name and a creative title for your work.  It is important that is colorful and neat.
The first thing I should see when I open your portfolio is an organized table of contents.  Since you will be updating the portfolios after each production it is only necessary to have the table of contents in the portfolio at the end of the year.  If you wish to keep updating your table of contents as you update the portfolio with new productions, you may do so.

The next Item I should see is a title page introducing your production team with slate or logo, its members, and a list of the productions you have completed with this group.  This page will need to be updated each time you complete a production. 

For each production, you will need these 5 basic elements in your portfolio.  The 5 basic elements are:
1.  A title page* for your production. This will include 

A:  A picture that relates to your topic or product
B:  The title of your production
C:  The length (ex: 30 sec.)

D: The purpose (to inform, to promote, to entertain)

E:  Your group member’s names and their jobs 
2. A detailed script and storyboard.


* You may choose to combine these two items onto one page or keep them on separate pages.  If you decide to combine the two, the pictures from the storyboard must be copied and pasted onto the script where the image matches the audio.
3. A medium requirements page. This should consist of:

· People/Talent (names and actor names)

· Equipment (cameras, tripods, editing software, format, music)

· Props (items needed in scenes, costumes

· Locations ( home, living room, outside, school)
4. A Journal Entry on your production experience. This should include 3 paragraphs.
· First paragraph is a summary of your production. What was the topic? What was the concept? What was the purpose? What was your desired process message?

· Second paragraph is for discussing what the positive aspects of the production were.  Was the lighting good? Were the camera angles steady and did they have meaning?  Was the message clear?  Which production phase was the strongest?

· Third paragraph is for discussing what could have been improved upon.  What could you have done better? Which production stage was the weakest?  How can you avoid these problems next time?  How can you fix them?

5. Awards, Certificates, and Accolades – This includes media festival awards, film festival awards, etc….
Your portfolio is worth 50 points:

10 pts – Production Title Page

10 pts – Script

10 pts – Storyboard

10pts – Medium Requirements

10 pts – Journal Entry

*Your portfolios will be graded on content, neatness, organization layout and color.  Your 3 ring binder should be neat, clean and free of damage and should not be an old recycled binder form another class or another year.
